Caroline Rademacher 4s well qualified and has had several years of experience in
teaching. I am sure that she is making you an excellent teacher, 3he is very
much intorested in her work and the children seaxs to be very respectful amd
studious, :

You are to be congratilated upon the way you have kept your achool on
the approved list. Your building is old but, on the whole, it is well equipped
and serves your purpose pretty well. I em glad you have always been ordering the
Pupils Reading Circle Books firom the State Reading Circle Board. I hope that you
will order them this year and every yeuar s they are the cheapeat and best hooks
you can buy for all the children in ycur school. The floors could be recleaned,
varnished and waxed, and also the interior of the building needs to be redecorated
when you have avallable funds,

I notice in your claim for state aid that you had an overdraft of $164.51.
I also nutice that you levied only 81200 for educational purvoses, giving vou a
rate of .36 in place of 1.00. This caused your state . id to be less than it should
be. Thorefore, I suggest that next year you raise your levy to 1.00 end also ine
erease your rate for Bullding purposes to about .20 in place of .08. This will
increasc your state aid considerably and give you additional funds to muke your
school more attractive to the children and equip it better. The children in
Brushy Mound are just as deserving as are the children of any other school disg-
trict in Mecoupin County and I am sure that no one will object to a few cents
additional tax if you get an eyual amount of state aid.
