Charles Slegel, ls experienced
and well quallfled for hls work. You no doubt appreclate his
value to your d.lstrlctr cs you have reemployed hlm a number of
years ln successlon. I hope you wlll be able to ralse hls s^'Iary
enough to keep hlm ivlth yolr. Increases 1n snlary srr ln ord.er
becsuse of the lncrease ln the cost of Llvlng, anci because ex-
perlenced terchers are hard to get.

I wrnt to eongrstulate you upon the very flne school br-rlld-
lng and equlpment that you have. I m. sure that the people of
your d.lstrict appreclate the lnterest you h.'ve t:ken 1n the bo.'s
and. girls. However, there are a ferv things rvhich I night mentlon
so that when you get the moneyr you w111 be able to tnke eare of
thert.

Your J-lbrary ls very inaclequate. f suggest that you order
the Pup1ls Reaitlng Clrcle books from the State Ileeding Circle
Board ever:i, year. ff you have not ordereC them thls yenr, pl-ease
do so at onee, as they arc the cLeanest and b':st books you ccn
bu.'r; and by orderlng tl:em €vcr;r ye:r, yorl kecp your llbrary up to
date wlth the letest good books for every gr de. ,\ helf dozen
book-size dlctlonaries i:rouId be a biq help; and. a set of physi-
oloqy charts would be i-elafuI in the teechlng of health.

Your floors should be resanded., then ser:lecl and lraned. Ihls
will nake them more attractive, and it w111 also be easicr to
keep them clean. The seats should be pl',ced on bo:rrds, so that
t1-ey could be moved about in thre bulldlng. If 1t i.s posslble, lt
v{ould be nice to lrut ln electric l-l.qhts. IIor'reve::, you may have
to wait untll after the vri:r 1s over before ycu een do this.
