Gentlemen:

On November 29 I visited the Oak Ridge School, Distrioct 1li.
Miss Mildred Lilly is one of the good teachers of Macoupin County. I am
sure you appreciate her value in your school as you have reemployed her
s mumber of years in succession. X hope it will be possible for you to
keep her many more yearsg as good experisnced teachera are scarce.

You have an sxoellent building for your community and children,
but on the whole, it has not been kept up as well as it should. It does
not have a very homelike appearance. It needs painting on the inside and
outeide, The floors should be sanded and then sealed or varnished and
waxed. You also need a bulletin bourd and severasl pictures of a patriotic
nature. The Pupils Reading Circle Books, which are recommended by the
Illinois State Reading Circle Board, should be purchased each year. This
will keep your library up to date with the cheapest and best books you
can buy. You also need a new set of physiology chuarts, a set of hiatory
maps, and a new globe. You also need a new set of reference books, such
as World Book or Compton's Encyclopedia. Tiie gluss is broken in one of
the library doors. This should be replaced, as the children may fall
on this broken glass and get murt. Your teacher should also have a
duplicator for work in her classroom. A drinking fountain would be help-
ful during bad weather, The stove should probably be cleaned out up
at the top as it amokes some and that will help to keep the building
clean when you repaint 1it,

I realize that you can not do all of this at one time, but
if you spend fifty or one hundred dollars each year, within a few yours
you will have a very up-to-date school. You are getting about §$360
of State Aid money this year. Now, notice that your bullding rate last
year was only .08. This year it will be about .12, as you levied $75
for building purposes, whereas you are permitted to levy .38. There-
fore, if you levy this .38 for building purposes, that would give you
about $240 to be used for fixing up your building or buying equipment
and other necessary muteriale for the school. I am aure that the
patrons of your district will not object to this extra tax. The boys
and girls in your school ape just as deserving as they are in any other

This analysis indicates that the water was contamlnatad and was not safe o drink
at the timé the sample was collected.

The -well appears $0.bg ‘subject to contamination caused by shallow ground water end
rain seeping through the upper portion of the well lining. Also dust, dog end bird
contaminationimay be. washed -under the pump bese and through the manhole into the wellq
Therefora, wa recommend that the well be rovonstructed as followsy -~ -

1. Pour a six-inch reinforced concrete wall around the outside of the present
well 1lining to a depth of 8 feet, or remove the old lining and build a proper form
in which.to pour the concrete. (See bulletin.)

2. Build & new reinforced concrete platform, inserting an iron pipe sleeve in
the concrete, undermsath the pump base and ettending into the pump base at least an
inch as 1llustrated in the bulletin.

3, After the above repeirs are made the well -should be sterilized with chlori~
nated lime as outlined on page 11 of our bulletin on wells.

Unless these improvements are made the well cannot be consldered a setisfactory

source of drinking water.
