Based on an inspection of the sanitary fasilities at Ragelwond
School Distriet #117, ¥acoupin County mds April 14, 1939 we conclule
that the follewing sanitary dofscte oxist:

a) The well i subject %o contumination by shallow grownd water
seopage which may enter through cracke that omn develop in the brick
well lining: wain, wasts ywmmage, dust, dird snd dog contamdnation
which may enter the well throush oracks in and srmund the beards which
support the pumpg contasinated waste pueages vhich will saturats the
ground sarronnding the well and which may re-sndar $t.

b) The privies are inssnitary as thay ara accessible to flies,
insects and yodsnis bhecause of the opem~back type of vaults, the
abgonce of 1ids, the vnprotscted openings in the seats and vaulls,

¢) The priviss are in poor strustural ocondition.

In order to correct these sanitary defuncia at the school, we
rnoormend the following imnrovemintst

1. Pour a 6 Lnoh reinforced concreta wall around the outalde of
the prosant well lining to a dapth of at laast 8 fest helow the
sarrounding ground surface, Drections for such constrnction are
shown on nage 8 of the snclosed bulletin,

2. Reconstruct ths well nlatform with a 4 inch concrete slad
extendiing boyond the walle at least one foot in all directions. A
shars iron nins sleave; whose diameter will sllow the pascage of the
mues erlinder, ghould de placed in the nlatform at tha time of cone
struotion, Sleevs should extend sdbout one inch inte the pumn daes,
The pump shonld rest dirostly on the concrets and be firmly holted
in nlage.  This ic shown in Plo. 8 of the onclosed Yumlletin,

3. Provide a enbstantial, water tizht trowdh 10 feat in length
W earry wagte memass away from the irmedinte vicinity of the well,

4, Storilize the well water aftar ths adove imnrovements have
boen mude and bafore 1% i3 vaed for drinking pwroses, The procedure
for starilisadion 1s desaribhed on nages 18 and 17 of the enslosad
tallatisd,
