For some Teason the reading in the lower grades is not so good
as it should be. However, I am hopeful that the work will improve
greatly as the year goes om.

I wish to commend you for the fine new shades which have
recently been installed., The walls have recently been decorated.
Then you find it possible to do so the ceilings should be decorated
in a very light cream color.

I observe that you have a pressure tank, drinking fountalns
znd complete water system installed in your building. I regret that
you do not have inside sanitary toilets for the use 0f the children
of your school. 3ince you have the wnter inside the building there
would be a uinimum of expense in installation.

The teacherts desk in some of the rooms is a very poor
affair and should be replaced when you find 1t possible to do so.

Permit metto sugzest that slate blackboards are much better
than any other kind.

Your teacher needs two sets of sup;lementary recders for
the children of the first three grades as she cannot do the best teaching
of reading without them. &She also needs gsexzt vork books for reuding
for the children of the sume gredes. 1 Tregred that you do not have
the Pupils Reading Circle books =s your children would get much
pleasure and information from using them., The library is small but
1t would soon be satisfactory if you buy the Pupils Reading Circle
books and a few other worthy books annuallye.

May 3 I visited the Medora Elementary School, District #126. My

‘impression was that you have a good faculty. The school was orderly and

the boys and girls seemed to be happy and busy in their work.

Miss Smith has a War Emergency Certificate, It would be to her
advantage to take the teachers' examination on July 6 and 7 so that she
may qualify for a Limited State Elementary.

I want to congratulate you on the interest you ha e taken in your
school to keep it on the recognized list., Although.you have made a
number of improvements and have bought added equipment for your school,
there is still considerable to be done., Your assessed valuation has
increased from $195,304 to $228808. Your levy is $2. This will give
you -$4476. Your claim for State Aid is $2096.80. This will give you
a total of $6672.80,. ‘With this increase in receipts you should be able
to do considerable improving on the educational facilities.  The boys
and girls in your community are just as deserving as they are in any
other community., Therefore, I should like to make the following
recommendations.

First, order the State Reading Circle books from the State Reading
Circle Board every year. T is has not been done. Therefore, the books
that your chidren have to read are very few. This is especially true
in the intermediate room.

Second, you need sets of supplementary readers in all grades a list
of which your principal may get from our office.

Third, you need a couple of new litrary cabinets or bookcases,

Fourth, you should get a new set of physiology charts for teaching
health.

Fifth, the floor should all be sinded, sealed, and waxed.

Sixth, the interior of the building and woodwork of the exterior

should be refinished. iy . i

Seventh, you need flourescent lamps in place of the kind you naw
have and for a double circuit so that the lights may be turned on in
the back row and not in the front. This will easily save the cost of
installation inone year.

Eighth, a work table and additional chairs for the first room
are needed,

Ningh, a radio as soon as you can buy one.
Tentt = As the new health law regquires that children be examined by

a competent physidan every four ycars, I suggest that if you can 't
afor
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afford to have them all examined thls year that you have the first, .
fourth and eighth grades examined. ’

Bleventh- The new physical education law requires that health
and physical education be given the same time as any other class is

" given., It might be possible to rent the gymnasium from the high

school which a numier of schools are doing. Ild-like-te-suggest-that

I'd like to suggest that you put in more musié& and more emphasis
on art and writing. The shop and basket-weaving is an excellent start,
I hope you will continue it and extend it. Some schools have what they
¢all an @<t . Aol in which one teacher teaches art,.another
wrltlng, another music, and another physical education. This works out
pretty well by shiftin teachers from one room to ancther.

Your plan of renting the text books is a good one,
When possible I would install indoor toilets. I think some arrange-
ment could be made with the high sehool so that you could hook up to

their cess pool. Of cour

Of course, you cannot do all of this in one year, but anyway a
beginning should be made.

tight, =

be The privies are insanitary as the pits are sccessible to flies,
insects and rodents because of the open=back type of vaults, the none
self-closing seat covers and the opening in the veult around the
urinal trough,

In order %o correct these smnitary defeects at the school, we recommend
the following improvements:

l. Provide a new manhole cover of welde#l sheect metal or reinforced conw
orete having 2einch turned down edges which will fit over the curb around
the manhole opening.,

2. Provide a water~tight sheet metal cap having turned down edges which
oxtend to the conerete platform to fit over the tile whish is set in

the oonorste platform. Provide some means for anchoring the metal ocap

in place if possible, Altiough the tile apparently mekes a tizht junction
with the concrete platform at the present time, if orecks should develop,
or if thers is any other indication that %this Junetion is not water-tight

hole cover for you.

3ince the school officials are responsible for the protection of the
health of the pupils while they are at school, it is important that the above
recummendations be fulfilled,

to use equivalent methods for correcting the existing defeots, pleass contact
this office. A few minutes spent discussing the matter will clear up any
diffioulties and will avoid any nostly mistakes,

A complete report of all city schools in cities and, villages having a population of-1,000 or more, a.li:hough they may
not maintain a high school, should be made by the superintendent with the assistance of the clerk, on this form, in duplicate. One copy
should be left with the clerk and filed by him with the township treasurer and one copy forwarded to the County Superintendent of schools,
who shall file the same with the Superintendent of Public Instruction.

In case the superintendent does not oversee the taking of the census as given in Item 1, the clerk of the Board should see that it .
is given before sending the report to the township treasurer.
