Based on an inepection of the ssaitary facilities at Rickmeyer School,
District #1238, Vesouwpin Ceunty, made July 19, 1929 we conoluds that the
following sanitary defects exiet!

a) The well {s sudject to contamination by shallow ground water sse-
page which may enter through cracks that can davelop in the tile lining;
dust, bird and dog contamination that may de washed into the well through
oraalkcs in the aplit-dase pumps contaminated waste pumpage overflewing the
present iaadequate drein and ye-sntering the well.

b) The privies are inganitary as they are accessidle So flies, insects
and yodants because of the open-dack iype of vaulis, the absence of lids, the
broken seat ia the girl's privy.

¢) The privies are in poor structural céaditien.

In order to correct these sanitary defechs at the schoel, we recommend
the following improvementn: :

1. Pour & 6 ineh reinforced osonorete wall around the outside of the
present well lining to & depth of at least 8 fest below the murrounding
ground surface,  Directions for sush construction are shown on page 8 of
the mlan@ bulletin.

2. Rsplsse the split-bask pusp d&ﬁi:&mmnthm eircular
base, and 2 swuffing box suwounding the e vod,

3. Provide a gubstantial, water tight troulh 15 feet in length to earry
wasts pumpage awsy from the immediate wicinity of the well.

4. Orout a short {ron pipe sloeve into the platform so that the end will
extend about one inch into the pomp as shown in Fig, 6 of the encloved bullutin,

B. Sterilisze the well walsr after the above lmprovemsnis have been made
and befors it is used for drinking purposes. The procedure for sterilization
is deseribed on pages 16 and 17 of the enclosed bulletin.

6. Beal the open-back on the vaults so that they will be abweolute
fiytight. This can be done by placing a tight fitting wood cover over
back and then baockfilling with earth.
