Dear ¥r. Hoehn:

: I have your letier of September 25 addressed to
¥r. ¥oore, who 1s no longer connected with the office of
the Superintendent of Public Inatruction.

8ince you have increassed your enrollment in the
speclal class for corippled children, I am enclosing
preliminary application blanks which should be filled
out and returned to this office. I suggest that you fill
out these blanke completely, includi all three crippled
children who are enrclled in the gpecial class. I think
you are using good judgment in having the children pro-
duce doctors'! certificates to establish proof of their
physical condition.

The law defines a crippled child as one between the
ages of five and twenty-one who is crippled in body or
1imb a2nd who cannot profitably or safely attend the
regular school. The state will pay the dlstrict the excess
cost, which is the difference betwsen the aptual per capita
coat of edncating a normal child and the actual per capita
cost of educating a crippled child. The excess cost must
in no casge exceed #300 per individual for a school year's
work. Of course, if insufficient funds havre been approp-
riated by the leglislature, the amount will be prorated
among all the districts in the state which have bona fide
claimg for crippled children. The legislature hag recently
increased the appropriation from $100,000 to %400,000 per
year.

We reccmmend as a
minimum sige fifteen square feet for each room, I was gled
to note that you sre treating yowr floors with a floor
filler and seal rather than using floor oil, The only
suggestion which I have in regard to this is that many times
too high prices may be sharged for such mmterisls, I think
some investigation will show you that there are many different
prices for suoch materials,

Instruotional ?%. In order for an
slementary se o o0me up to ard they need ocertain
instructional equipment, This inoludes such items as maps,
globes, oharts, supplementary readers, referonse enoyclopedia,
ete, I hope you will be able to give some attentien to the
supplying of these nescessary items of instructional equipment,
