There should be some book shelves provided. You have

no good reference encyclopedia, However, due to the faot that you
have recently purchased two or three sets of reading ensyolopedia,
you might delay the purchase of a good reference ensyclopedis until
soms time next year, You are in need of sbout one-half dozen small
dioctioneries. I am sorry you did not get the Webster Isternational
when you purchased the large diotionary. The one you purchased is
not the Webster International, I kmow very little sbout the Syndicate
diotionary which you have purchased. I find no recommendstions for it

« You need bulletin boards in sech room and & table and mmall
chalrs in the primary rocms Supplementary readers are also needed
for the lower roocm,

¥hen at least part of these improvements have been made
your school will be ready for recogniticn by the State Department of
Public Instruction.

I might further suggest that next swmer you give attention

to the proper treatment of your floors. The old bdlack oil should all
be sorubbed off and s good floor seal applied,

Dear Mr. Day:

On December 8, in company with County Superine
tendent Xerstein, I visited your elementery ashool. I have
the following report to make, which 1 hope will serve as a
guide to further improvement:

You bave a good building which has bdeen kept in
a good state of repair. BSme of the desks need refinishing,
although some of them are in resther poor ocondition. Perhaps
it would be better to gradually replsge these desks with new
movable type units.

1 wish to suggest that taock strips be provided
above the blaokboards in essh room. You have geography maps,
but no history maps.

Sinoe there is no parent-teacher association in
this school, it is required that in order to he "Recognised”
the school shall hold et least four meetings of a publio re-
lations type. Confer with your teacher and your coumty
superintendent in regard to this.

Since the windows in each room extend too far to
the front on the left side, 1 suggest that better lighting
might be sesured by diagomal seating. It would be well to
provide a shade for the front left window in the lower grade
roome The rooms will soon need redecorating. DBe sure to use
a flat paint of the proper color. I suggest very light ivery
for the oeiling and light oream for the walls, Your teacher
reported that since the sohool was last "Reoognized” the floors
have been oleansd and sealed. I observed these floors st the
time of my visit. They are much better than the 0ld type of
oiled floor. It wes also reported that you have a new fountain,
new bulletin boards, eight new movable desks, and & new
duplieator.

I visited the Plainview School, Distriot #145 on the second of
February, Your teachers, Mrs, Lorc%ta Butler, and Mrs, Xathryn Hathke,
are excellent teauchers. They are well qnalztiod for their work, and
have had & numtey of years of experience. I hope you will be aﬁle to
raisa their salaries so that they will remain in your school. Liv-

ing expenses are much higher, and at the present time it is very airti-
cult to get experienced. teachers.

I want to oongratulate you upon the way in which you have tept
your sohool on the recognized list. TYour sohool, on the whole, is
very well equipped. However, there are a few suggestions which I .
wish to make. If you have not ordered the Pupils' Reeding Cirecle
Books from the State Reading Circle Boerd, I hope you will do so at
once, s these are the cheapest and best books that you ean buy, Ir
you buy them each year, you will keep your librery up to date., Your
maps are rather old, end you need a new globe, but you could make
these do until the war is over, s there will be many ohanges made.
A set of physiology charts wouid be useful in the teaching of health,

The floors, on the whole, are in bad shape. Many schools have
- pesended their floors, then sealed and waxed them. This makes them
lock mugh more attractive, and makes it eesjer to kecp them elean,
Of course, in a school your size, you would prgbably have to wax
them two or three times & yeer. MHost schools do so twice & yeer--
at the beginning of the school year, and during the Christmas holi~
deys. Your water fountain should be repaired. It might be well,
too, to be thinking about putting a basement under your school. This
would not be & ocostly proposition, but it would give you much more
room, and also give your ehildren a place in which to play during
baed weather,

CONCERNING THIS SANITARY ANALYSIS

The statements on the reverse gide are based not only on the analytical results, but also on the description
of the source as furnished by you or already on file in this office. It is further recommended as follows:

(2) I the water is unsafe to drink, abandon the supply for one of known safety or bring the water to a
boil before use, until the suggested improvements have made the supply safe.

(b) If the source is not satisfactory, make the sugpested improvements immediately.
(c) If the water is safe, take care to keep it safe by protecting the supply against contamination.

A laboratory examination of the water has been made to show the presence or absence of waste matter of
human or animal origin. If the water is contaminated by surface wash or sewage, then parasitic intestinal
worms, amebic cysts or germs of intestinal diseases, such as cause bowel complaint, diarrhea, dysentery or
typhoid fever, may be present in the water, thus endangering the health of persons drinking the water. The
analytical terms and results are briefly explained as follows:

Physical and Chemical Tests: *“Sediment” through “Chloride.” A desirable water has an attractive
appearance (no sediment or turbidity) and has no objectionable odor or taste. Chemical results are given in
parts per million (ppm).

Bacteriological Tests: ‘‘Bacteria per mL.” indicates the number of microrganisms present in one milliliter
(ml.) of water (20 drops) and the number which grew in standard nutrient agar at body temper-
ature (37°C or 98.6°F). These bacteria may not be of intestinal origin and therefore may not be of

sanitary importance. Occasionally the test plates are overcrowded so that no bact count can
be obtained. In such a case the report shows ‘‘Innumerable” indicating more than 10,000 bacteria
per ml.

“Coli-type bacteria” “Presumptive Tests” “Confirmatory Tests”: A water containing bacteria
of intestinal origin (E. coli and A. aerogenes, also known as “coliform’ bacteria), if placed in a sugar
broth (lactose), will cause fermentation and productmn of gasin 24 or 48 hrs. By means of further
laboratory tests the presence of these bacteria in 10 ml. portions is indicated by a -, their absence
by a—. The numeral preceding the sign shows the number of portions giving that result.

Example: 2--3— indicates that two 10 ml, portions of the sample did show and three portions
did not show coli-type bacteria present.

After receipt of the sample in the laboratory it requires from two to six days to complete the sanitary
or bacteriological analysis. A
