Based on an ingpection of the sanitary fagilities at Assricsn
School, Distriot #15, ¥acomnin County made April 13, 1939 we conclude
that the following sanitary Jafects oxiasts

n) The well is subject to contanination by ghallow grownd water
seopage which may enter through oracks that can devalop in the brick
woll 1liningi dust, dird and doz contamination that may be washed into
the well throwgh eracke in the gplitebase pump; dust, rain, and dop
contamination that mar be washed 'mdey ths nwap base and into the
woll jqgontaninated wasto rumiaze which will gaturate the sround surrounds
inz the woll and which =av re-sntsr 4%,

b) The privies are inssnitarr as they are accessible to flles,
insects and rodents dacauss of the unprotectsd openinss in the seats
and vanlte, the abagence of 1ids.

In order to sor-ect these sanitary defects at $he school, we
rocommend the following immrovementst

1. Pour 2 6 inch reinforced concrate wall around the outside of
the present well liaing to a depth of at least 8 fest helow tha
surrounding pround surfnce, Directicns for such constmetion are
gshown on narges B of the snclessd tmlletin,

2. Reconstruct the well platform with a 4 inch soncrete slah
sxtonding beyond the walls at lanst ons foot in all directions. A
short iron nipe slesvs, whosze diamater w1ll allow tho nassage of the
P erlinder, should be placsd in the nlatform at the time of cone
strustion. Slesve ghould extond about one inch into the pum hase,
e e ghould rest directly on the conorete and ds firmly holted
in place as shown in Flg.6 of the enclosed bulletin,

3. Replance the split-base rmep with a pumn having a one nioce
clrcular base, and a stnfing box swrrewnding the ~wm rod,

4. Provide a ehsiantial, water 4t trough 15 feet in length
o carry wasts pwrmase awmay from the immoediate vicinitr of the well.
