The wcll recently oompleted at the Zast Union School under the KHasoupin
County ¥.?.A. School Well Reconstruction Project has been inspected and found
to be nroperly protected azainst entrance of surface contamination, A sample
of water was collected from the well after the improvements had been made and
an analysis of this water showed it to be safe for drinking at the time of
collection. This was previously reported to you.

¥e wish to commend —ou upon your action in having improvements made to
your schocl water su;ply. This well should continue to furnish a safe water
supply a8 long as 1t remains in its present conditioen.

It is sug ested that sazples of water be collected from the well
occasionally for analysis as a cheok upon the condition of the water. 3Saaple
containers will be forwarded for this jpurpose upon request.
