This analysis indicates that the water was contaminated and was-not safe to drink
at the time the sample was collacted.

The well appears to be subject to contamination caused by shallow ground water and
rain seeping through the upper portion of the well lining. Also dust, dog and bird
contamination may be washed under the pump base and through the manhole into the well.
Therefore, we recommend that the well be reconstructed as follows:

1. Pour a six-inch reinforced concrete wall around the outside of the present
well lining to a depth of 8 feet, or remove the old lining and build a proper form
in which to pour the concrete. (See Bulletin.)

2. Build a new reinforced concrete platform, inserting an iron pipe sleeve in
the concrete, underneath the punp base and extending into the pump base at least an
inch, as illustrated in the bulletin.

3. After the above repairs are made the well should be sterilized with chlori-
nated lime as outlined on page 11 of our bulletin on wells,

Unless these improvements ars made the well cannot be considered a satisfactory
source of drinking water.

Cur inspection revealed that this well is apparently properly protseted ajainst ene
trance of contsnination. llowsver, it is possible that the recent disinfeciion of the
well with chlorinated lime soluiion did not completely neutralize all contaminstion introe
duced into the well during reconatruction. O0il or paint inside the pump or suetion pipe
could possibly sccount for thias nollution. It iz sometimes necescary to disinfeot a well
several times before such contamination is entirely destroyed.

We rscommend, therefore, that the well be thoroughly re-disinfected-with chlorinated
lime solution as outlined in the enclosed leailet. A strong solution of the chlorinated
lime should be introduced into the man-hole and the wallas and lower side of the conerete
slab should be thoroughly washed dowm with this solution. Sufficlent water should be used
with the solution to meke certein that this has been done., Ths pump should be operated
two or three times at intervals of one hour in order to disinfect the inside of the punp.
After the solution has been allowed to stenmd in the vell overenicht the wall should be
pumped out until the taste of chlorine disappears.

If you will notify us after {this has been done ar-ansemonts will be made for collecting
another sample. In the meantime, it is su-gested that use of water from this well be teme
porarily discontinued or that all wator be boiled Tor 5 minutes before use for drinking
