Yhen you find 1t possible to do so it will be very easy to run
a wall in such mamner as will enolose your coat room from the regular
8gh0o0l room.

The teacher of the first three grades needs two sets of
sunsleuentary readers for the children of those grades as she cannot do
gsatisfaotory work without them. Your general library is small but 1%
will soon be satiasfnotory if ycu buy the Pupils Heading Circle books eagh
year. Theze books will give your children much pleasure and information.
The teacher needs chart and cards for the reading work in the first grade.

In any three teacher school it is well to huve the firet two
grades only in the first roow unless the nwdber of children prohibit such
arrangement., It would be fine if you could rearrange the grades in your
gchool s0 us t0 hove the first and secund pgrades in the first ro:mj third,
fourth and fifth iu the secund room, and the sizth, seventh and eighth in
the third room. The first rocm will then have 22, the geaond 19, and
the third room 31 children. The teacher in the first room will then huve
time to do the drill work and many other forug of work that are necessary
to make propgress with li%tle children. It is much eagsier %o teach the
three upper grades than to teach the three lower grades. I hope this
sugzestion will reccive your serious consideration.

The
school 1s in satisfactory condition. The teachers are rendering good service
and have a fine attitude toward the work. The ohildren are orderly and in-
dustrious and respond in recitation very well.

In any three teacher school grades one and two should we in the
first room, grades three, four and five in the second room, grades six,
seven and eight in the third room. This is the best arrangement.

There 18 need of cabinet space to contaln books, work materials
and supplies as the teachers cannot do good housekeeping unless they have a
place in which to keep such materials.

Besides your reference books and supplementary readers your library
is small but it will soon be satisfactory if you buy the Puplls Reading Circle
books and a few other worthy books annually.

1 make these suggestions: (1) In & short time your walls and
ceilings will need to be deccrated in the light colors = 1ight cream on the
ceilings and light tan on the walls.

(3) It would be fine if, in some way, you could heve a few quality
pictures in each room. Trees and shrubbery are needed far the building and

y (3) The coat rooms as designed in your original plans should be
completed at an early date,

(4) Your basement is fine. The floors of the rooms should be
cleaned and then treated with a thin covering of some light colored floor oil
to retain the natural color of the wood.

It was observed that
outdoor toilets are provided. It 1is to be hoped thet in the
near futurs you ocan provide inmdoor septic tank tollets.

The imterior of the building has not besn decorated, but is
in good condition. Since this is the last year for bond
payments it is reported that you will decorate ncxt year.
¥ay I suggest that you use & very light ivory color for the
ceiling and light cream for the walls, so as to secure the
maximum amount of reflected light.,

I wish to oompliment you and the board upen the
excellent equipment which has been provided for this sohool
in the way of bulletin boards, blackboards, maps, library
books, etec. The few pictures you have are good, but I
suggest that another good pieture be added to eash room.
Taper towels are provided, but the arrengement for the
lavatory facilities is not very satisfactory, as the pupils
are reguired to go into the furnace room.

The average training of the teachers in this
school is less than two years. However, the record of recent
sumser school attendance is good end should be continued.
It is reported that the school term is eight months. This
is sbout the omly item which prevents this school from re-
ceiving Superior recognition, ae ocne of the requirements is
& nine months term.

A raquest for an analysis of the water from your schocl well was
recently relayed to us by Miss Mergaret Peul, Ares Project Suporvisor
of School Lunches,

Our records show that the well and tollets of the Socottville Grade
School were inspected on April 13, 1939. On April 20, 1939, a letter was
addressed to the Board of Direotors pointing out defects which existed in
the construction of the well and toilets at the time of the inspestion and
giving recommendations as to improvements necessary for oorrestion of these
defects.

On September 10, while in Scottville regarding other matters, the writer
contacted lir, Wilfred Powell, Clerk of Board of Directors, regarding the
school well, It was learned thuat no improvem#nts have been made to the sechool
well asince the original inspeotion,

It is our opinien that an analysis of e ssmple of water from the school
well at this time would accomplish no real zood. As long as the defeots listed
in the inspeotion report letter of April 20, 1939, exist in the construction
of the well, we oould give no assurance of the continued salety of the water
even 1f a satisfaotory sample were obtained. )

It is sugrested that the Board of Directors consider the possibility of
carrying out the recommended improvements to the well at the earliest possible
date in order to safeguard the health of the school children. Also, we have
been informed that approvel of a school water supply is desired before a i7.P.A.
Hot Lunch Projeet is established at the particular school.

In this connection we wish to call to your attention the fect that a
WeP.As school well reconstruction project is proposed for Macoupin County.
If this project is put into operation, it will be possible for school hoards

to nake necessary improvements to their school wells by paying the cost of

materials only, laber being furnished by the W.P.A. If you are intersated

in the pobsidility of having your well improved under such a project, please
notify ghe District Office in Carlinville or the office of Mr. Xarl H. Kerstein,

In order that there may be no doubt concerning the sanitary quality of
drinking water used at the school and of water uased in sonnection with the
proposed hot lunoh preject, it s recommended that sll water taken from this
well be boiled for five minutes before being used, is 1s only a teuwporary measure
and should be earried out until the well has been properly improved and a satige
factory semple seoured,

This enalysis indicates that the water was contaminated end was not safe to drink

at the time the sample was collected.

The well appears to be subject to contamination ceused by shallow ground water and
rain seeping through the upper portion of the well lining. Also dust, dog and dird
contemination may be washed under the pump bese and through the manhole into the well.
Therefors, we recommend that the well be recomstructed as follows:

1. Pour a six-inch reinforced concrete wall around the outside of the present
well lining to a depth of 8 feet, or remove the old lining and bulld a proper form
in which to pour the concrete. (See bulletin,)

2, Build a new reinforced conerete platform, inserting an iron pipe sleeve in
the concrete, underneath the pump base and extending into the pump base et least an
inch, as illustrated in the bulletin.

3. After the above repairs are made the well should be steriliged with chlori-
nated lime as outlined on page 11 of our bulletin on wells,

- Unless these improvements are mede the well cannot be considered a satisfactory
source of drinking water.
