1, Pour a, six-ineh rsfuiforced. concrote wall" around the outsid.e of the present
woll llnlng to a dopth of B feet, 01' reurove the old llnlng and. build a proper forrn
ln whlch to pour the concrete. (See 3u11etln,)

n. But1d. a new rolnforced conoreto platform, lnsertlng an lron ptpo eleeve ln
the concrete, undernoath ihe pump baee end extond,ing lnto tho trlump base at Least an
lnoh, as lllustrated ln the bulletln.

5, After the above repalrs are nad.e the well should bo sterilized wlth chlorl-
nated llme ae'outllned on Bage 11 of our bulLetln on we1ls.

Unless these improvements are mad.o the well cannot be oonsldered a eatlsfootory
souroe of drlnktng water.
