I want to congratulate you upon the manner in which
you have kept your school on the recognized list. On the
whole, it is very well equipped; but there are a few sug-
gestions that I would like to maeke so that you can take
care of them when you get the money. A few book-size dic-
tionaries would be very useful, and they are very inexpen-
sive. A table and small chairs for the little children
would be very useful,

The seats should be put on boards so that they could
be moved about in the duilding. It would be well to have
the floors sanded and sealed and waxed. This mekes 1t much
easier to keep them clean. Your teacher could also use a
hectograph or duplicating machine to good advantage.
