OPINIO.N ON SANITARY QUALITY
The staternerlts on the reverse side are basecl not only on the analytlcal results, but also on the description of the

source as furnished by you or. already on file in this oflice.
(a) lf the water is unsafe to drink, the supply shoultl be abandonerl for one of knorvn safety or the water brougiht

to a boil before use until the sugig:ested changies or improvements have been nade.
(b) If the source is not satisfactory, the improvements suggested should be made inrmecliately.
(c) If the'water is safe, care should be exercised to protect the source of supply frorn future contamination.

BRlEF EXPLANATION OF ANALYTICAL RESULTS.

A la,boratory exarnination of the watel has been made to show the presence of waste matter of human or animal
origin. If the water is contaminated by surface wash or sewage, parasitic intestinal n'orms or g:ernts of intestinal
diseases, such as cause bowel complaint, diarrhea, dysentery or typhoid fever', may be present in the water, thus
endangering the health of pel'sons drinking the water.

Physical and Ghemical Tests: "Turbidity" through "Chlorine," -{ desirable water has an attractive appearance
(no sedrment or turbidity) and has no objectionable odor or taste. Chemical results are g:iven in parts per million.

Bacteriological Tests: "Bacteria per ml." indicates the number of mieroijrganisms present in one cubic milliliter
(m1.) of rvater (one-fourth of a teaspoonful). The results at 37o C (98" F, body temperature) show only
that poltion of the total organisms which will g:row at body ternperature. These bactcria may or may
not be of intestinal orig'in.

"Bacteria of the colon group:tt "Presumptive Test.rt A water containing bacteria of intestinal origin,
if piaced in a sugar broth (lactose) will cause fermentation and production of g:as. The presence of
these bacteria in 10 ml. portions is indicated by a * if gias in considerable amounts is procluced, or try
a ? if in only sntall arnounts, If no gas is produced, indicated by a -, thesc bacteria are abseut.
The numeral preceding the sign shows the nulnber of portions on which the test was mad.e.

A $ uncler the "Confirmatory Tests," indicates tirat intestinal ol sewaEle organisms are present.
Exampie: 2-f3- irrdicates that two 10 ml. portions of tlre sarnple diil shorv and tifee portions did
not show B. coli present,
