Your teacher; Mrs. Lela Steidley, is one of our best Seachers in Macoupin

You have a good building and a good location for a rural school.
However, it is not as well equipped as many of our better rural sohools
are, I feel you should make a special effort to make the school look a
1ittle more homelike and attractive for the chiljisen. I suggest that you
redeserate the building both inside and ocutside as scon as you can. The
floors should be sanded and then a clear floor seal or varnish and wax
should be put on it. This will help take the dark dreariness out of the
schoolroom. Also, some good pictures would be attractive,

One of the things I noticed especiully was that the children were
not using individual drinking cups. A school north of you just recently
had two children with tuberculosis. They were taken to & sanitarium and
will have to remain there until cured. Fortunately the achool had indivi-
dual cups and paper towels. This has helped prevent the spread of this
dread diseass. Thersfore, I am going to suggest that you buy paper cups
and paper towals, soap, drinking founatin for indoor use, mirror, and
insist that the children have their own cups or containers to drink out
of the well when outdoors,

You should have some hew shades on the south and also on the
west part of the building. A work table or kindergarten table is very
necessary and some small chairs. Your teacher will be able to make
suggestions as to this. A metal bookcase should also be bought to keep
the mice out of the books. Your teacher also needs a duplicating machine
and duplicating paper as well as a bulletin board for display work. I
don't think you have ordered the new Pupils Reading Circle books this
year. These should be bought every year as they are the cheapest and
best books you can buy on the market.

After we received information that the Board of Direstors desired to
have the water from thelr scihool well analyzed, a reeinspection of the well
at the Washington School, District 66, Uacoupin County, was made on December
50, 1941, Since we were unsuccessful in tryin; to contact members of the
Board of Directors at that time we ars writing to you to report our findings.

Prom this inspection we conclude that *ho following sanitary defects
exist;

8. The well is subjeot to contamination by shallow zrouni water seepage
which may enter through sracks that can develop in the brick well lining)
rain, waste pumpage, dirt, dust, dird and animal contaminaticsn that may
enter the well tirough eracks in and around the bosrds which support the
pump; dust, waste numpage, bird and animal contamination that may be
washed into the well throurh the orack in the split-base pump; contame
inated waste rumpare which may seturste the sround surrounding the well
and re-snter the well,

be The privies are insanitarv as the pits are accessible to [lies,
ingects and rodenis because of the open«back type of vaults, the
orenings inte the vaults through floors and sides of *he vaults, and
the absence of self-nlosing seat covers, Almo, the bulldin;s were in
& poor states of repair,

In order to correct these sanitary defects at the sohool, vie recommend
the following im»rovements:

lePour a 6-inch reinforsed conerecte wall around thea outside of the present
well lining to a depth of at least 8 feet below the surrounding ground
gurface.
