You are to be congratulated upon the spiendid
school building and equipment which you have provided for
your community. I am sure the parents of the boys and girls
who go here appreciate your efforts. The ioproving which you
did on the building the past year ia certainly money and time
well spent. It looka very attractive and homelike. I would
like to make a few suggestions which I hope that you will con-
sider seriously when you get the money to take care of them.
First, your library is pretty badly in need of new books. I
suggest that you order the Pupils Heading Circle Books 28CO~
mended by the State Reading Circle Bourd every year. Thias
will keep your library up to date with tl:e best and cheapest
books you can buy for every grade in school. You have a
couple of old reference encyclopedias, and when you get ad-
ditional money, I think I would buy a new set. Howaver, this
lan't as urgent as good books for the children to read, Three
or four small dlctionaries, booksize, would be an additional
help to the children. A set of physiology charts would be help—
ful to them. 8ince you have the walls redecorated, several new
pletures would look nice and be un inspiration to the ¢hildren.
I noticed you cleaned the floors and had them resanded several
years buck. Uost of the schools who have cleuned the floors
have varnished them and then waxed them in place of oiling them.
This mukes thew much easier to clean and makes it look much Lore
like howe.

Paint or oll on the pump or suction pipe may account for the pollution, It is somstimes
necessary to disinfect several times before all centamination is destroyed.

Therefore, it is recommended that the well be disinfected again with e strong solution
of shlorinated lime using at leaat 1} pounds of the chlorinated lime, and following instruotions
given on pages 28-25 of the well bulletin. After this has been done please notify us and
another sample will be collected.

¥r. K. C. Burger, Superintendent of W.P.A. Well Project, has informed us that the W.P.A,
will furnish labor for re~-disinfecting the well if the Board of Directors will purchase the
