These are the cheapest and best books you can buy and
if you buy them every year, you will always kesp your library in good
shape for each grade in school. Your encyclopedias are rather old.
When you have the money, I suggest you buy a new set. Your teacher can
give you some informetion along this line. A number of schools which
have electricity have bought a small radio for school use. This is
especiully helpful for music and school lectures of an educational
nature. You are also in need of a set of physiology charts. Your
teacher will have some suggestiona for these. The wulls could be re-
painted, as they get dirty and in a few years the room doesn't look
homelike. The floors should be sanded and then vurnished and waxed. |
This will muke them mmch eusier to keep clean and keep down the dust. |
