Bacteriological Tests: 3lBacteria per ml.D indicates the number of micro6rgaaisns present in sns millilitsl
(m1.) of water (20 drops) and the nu:nber which grew in standard nukient agat at body temper-
ature (37oC or 98oF). These bacteria may not be of intestinal ori$n and the,refore may not be of
sanitary importance. Occa"sionally the test plates are overcrowd.ed. so that.no bacterial count can
be obtained. In such a case the report shows "fnnnmerable" indicating more than 10,000 bacteria
per ml.

"Coti-type bacteriatt 'lPresumpdve T6stsD t'Confrmatory Teststt: A watc containing bactsia
of intestinal ori$n (8. coli and A. aerogenes, also known as "colifotm" bacteria), if placed in a sugar
broth (lactose), will cause fermentation and production of gasin 24 ot 48 hrs. By mea^ns of further
laboratory tests the presence of these bacteria in 10 ml. portions is indicated by a *, their absence
by a-.

Example: 2+F intlicate that two 10 ml. portions of tbe samFle did show and three portions
did not show coli-type bacteria present.

After receipt of &e sample in the laboratory it requires from two to six clays to complete the sanitary
or bacteriological analysis.
