A review of the information on the location and construction of your well indicates that-the well
in its present condition probably will not yield a constantly safe water because of the defects checked be-
low.

General defects:
] Poor surtace drainacre
0 A trough for carrying away waste water from the well is needed.
" [J Privy is only feet from well.
[J Open-joint sewer or house drain passes only feet from well.
2 Insanitary pitcher pump or pump with split base.
[1 Pump requires priming.
[ Wooden cover is never satisfactory because it does not stay tight.
[ Concrete top is cracked and not water-tight.
L1 Manhole is not water-tight.

Dug well:
[ Open well with chain and bucket permits contamination by hands.
L Water can ‘seep under pump base and into well. Insert pipe sleeve as described in bulletin.
+~Wall is not water-tight for & feet below ground surface. Pour a 6-inch concrete wall on out-

side of present wall for a depth of & feet.

Driven well:
[ Frost pit is poorly drained.
1 Weep hole is too near pit bottom. Should be at least 18 inches above pit bottom.

Drilled well without frost pit:
[1 Casing of tile, sheet-iron. wood is not water-tight.
[1 Casing does not extend one-half inch or more above concrete top and into bottom of pump base.

Drilled well with frost pit (for two- and three-way pumps).

[0 Frost pit poorly drained .

] Casing top only inches above pit bottom.

[ Casing top not properly covered to exclude waste pumpage from above.

A well should be located and constructed so as to yield a safe water at ALL times. The fact that
no sickness among the users has vet occured is not proof of the continued good quality of the water if
possibilities of contamination exist. The enclosed pamphlets describing the proper location and construct-
ion of wells and how to judge the sanitary quality of water supplies may be of interest and service to you at
this tine.

When changes and improvements have been made to your well to correct the defects checked above,
if you will advise us we shall send vou a container for the collection of a sample of water for analysis.
