From our inspection made on April 15, 18:0 we corcluze that <he rollowing
sanitery defecly cxiot:

8. The well is subject to contamination by shallow grounc water seepage
whinh way enter the well through crocks twhat ewi develop in the briek
well lining; rair, dust, enimal contamiouni un auc was Le punpaze wnieh
mey snter through cracks in and wround the board which suppert the pump;
contsminated weate pumpase which will securate the ground surrounding
the well and which may reeunter ths well.

b. The privies are insanitary and are accessible to flies, insects, end
rodents hecause of the openings around the vault clean-out doors and the
absence of seat covers. Also the wood urinal trough was not tightly
eons tiow tead,

Inclosed is a oepy of the result of snalysis of a semple of water collected
from the school well at the tine of the reinspection. This analysis indicates
that the water was sale far drinking at the time of collection of the sample.
However, we can give you no assurance of the continued safety of the water as long
as the above mentioned comstruction defects exisi. Since the well is open to
entrance of surface contamination the water may become conteminated at any time
and endanger the health of the puplils.
