You are to be congratulated upon the splendid building you have and
the way you have kept it equipved so that it will be cn the recognized list.
There are a few things which I should like to call to your attention. The
plaster ia breaking off in several places and should be patched and redeco-
rated. This will make it look a little /ore attractive. The seats could be
put on boards so that they wouid be rmovable. Then I suggest that, as soon
48 you can, you reclean the fleoor and put & floor seal or varnish on it and
then wax it. This will make it look more homelike and take away the dark
gloomy appearance. §ome additional playground equipment would be valuable
for the children. Your teacher's suggestions will be helpful along this
line. Paper towels and scap are essential, as towels brousht from home
soon get dirty and soiled and destrored. The teachor needs a new axs and
shovel rfor use in her janitor work. In addition to this, I am asiking the
State Department to test the water in your well as thia is a ;ood preventa=-
tive measure. There is no charge for thia inepsection.

The new reference books which you bought are a valuable addition to
the library. I hops you will always order the Illinois Pupils Reading Cirele
Books every year as they are the cheapest and best books you can buy for all
the children in your school. There is no salesman's profit; therefors, your
achool nut. only gets the best books, but at the lowest posaibla cost.
