How-
ever, you have a few additional people who have poved
into the district which b.ings the attendance upe If
there is no prospect for a larger resident enrollment in
the future, it might be well for you to be thinking about
transporting your resident children or consolidating with
some other district.

You are to be congratulated upon the improve-
ments which you have made in your school. The new chairs
and desks are a valuable addition as well as the additions
you have made to the library. However, most of these books
are too advanced for the small children. iie are enclosing
a blank for you to order the children's Reading Circle books
for first, second, and third grades. These are the cheapeat
and best books you can buy on the market. The teacher should
also have a new hectograph, a work table for the little folks,
and some small chairs as well as sclasors, paste, color cray-
ons, etc., which she can secure at some bookstore., Your
teacher also says that she does not have the new textbooks
for the first graders.

If you plan to continue the school in your district,
I suggest, as soon as you get the money, you build an enclosed
porch at the entrance with your extra state aid money, if ad
when you have any.
