I think you have one of the best rural school iibraries
that I have seen in the county. By ordering the State Approved Pupils Read-
ing Circle books each year, you not only get the best books but the cheap-
est for each grade,

There are a few suggestions, however, that I would like to make,
which you can take care of if, and when you get the funds. First, the
Jacket around the stove needs a little repeir. The shades are gotting
old and new cnes would be a big help. The toilets should be repaired
at your earliest comsenience. 4 new rcof will be nesded in the near
future. Therefore, it might be well to plan this in your budget next
Joar or the year after. It wouldn't hurt to puint the building both
inside and outaide. This will not only make it look more attractive
but will preserve the material. Your teacher could use a bulletin
board to put the children's work on for display. It would be & big
help to your teacher to have kerosene and kindling for starting fires,
a8 well as s small hand axs for chopping the kindling. FPaper towels
and cups are very essential. If you don't have enough, see that your
teacher orders them. Alsqg a thermometer is esgential to keep from
getting the building too hot or too cold.
